Goals: The chanichim will understand that רבן יוחנן בן זכאי and חז"ל created different ways for עם ישראל to remember בית המקדש and to continue throughout the ages to hope and pray for its rebuilding. In addition, the chanichim will internalize the idea that it’s worth pursuing goals that seem far off or that won’t necessarily actualize in our own times, because it’s the people who dream that start and get others to complete the task. For example, even though it seems that one Jew making aliya or teaching about it won't make a big difference, it takes those people to get the weal turning.
Accessories and materials: 

1. Bingo boards filled with the different הלכות related to the חורבן.(below)
2. Little pieces of paper to cover the bingo boards.

פעולה plan:

1. Start out with an opening question: 

What's the point of fasting on י"ז בתמוז?

What is supposed to do to us?
(Focus in on answers that deal with memory of בית המקדש)

2. Chose a חניך  and give him a card with a הלכה and he has to mime it to the rest of the kids until they get it and fill it out in their bingo boards. The boards deal with the different הלכות that have evolved in reaction to the חורבן. The kids will get to know new הלכות they've never heard of before and realize just how many things that we do and don’t do are in reaction to the destruction of בית המקדש.

3. Quick recapture on the fact we have so many of these הלכות and ask why they think חז"ל created them.

4. Divide the חניכים into 4 groups, each group gets a photo and information card on one of the following characters:  ,הרצל, Martin Luther Kingהרב קוק, , and ריב"ז. Each group needs to read up on the character and prepare a skit about the person, while focusing on the goals this person pursued, the difficulties in fulfilling them and the way things worked out in the end. They will then present the skits to the rest of the group.
5. Give out source sheets with translation on חוני המעגל and the man planting a carob tree, (תענית כ"ג.) and read through it together. 
6. Following the story give out paper cups and ask the חניכים to make a pyramid out of cups. 
7. Discussion:

· Why did the guy plant the carob tree, he knew he'd die before he'd see the fruit?

· Why did Hertzel spend all of his time and energy, and finally his life for something he knew he'd probably not see? Do you think it was worth it?

· Why now do you think רבן יוחנן בן זכאי started forming הלכות זכר למקדש? Do you think it worked? Do you think it will work?

· Conclude by saying that not every kid could have been on the top of the pyramid, and that sometimes we need to be the bottom, to do something simple, that won’t necessarily make a huge difference but it just as crucial for the success of the whole in the end. 

· חז"ל chose to create manyהלכות  that are supposed to keep the memory of the בית המקדש which we have never seen, live in our minds and hearts, with us striving to rebuild it. We say that everyday in out תפילה and it comes in during our happy times and sad ones as well. The fact that we all know what בית המקדש  was, and are fasting today for the destruction of something that existed 2000 years ago proves the success of חז"לand may we all live to see the rebuilding of the בית המקדש in our times.

1. Martin Luther King: 
Background
Martin Luther King Jr. was born in Atlanta Georgia to his father Martin Luther King and his mother, Alberta William King. He majored in sociology and theology for his B.A and completed his Ph.D in Systematic Theology at the Boston University in 1955. King married in 1953 and became the minister of a Baptist church in Montgomery, Alabama in 1954. 

Although the American constitution called for equal rights among all citizens, without segregation based on religion, race and gender were still basis for segregation, and blacks were treated unequally. In practice the black community was not allowed to use public facilities such as water fountains and public benches. In addition, private services such as restaurants and buses were not obligated to provide service to blacks. But worst of all were the public schools.
Furthermore, blacks, along with other ethnic and religious groups, were banned from certain universities, neighborhoods, workplaces, clubs and firms. Their salaries were considerably lower than the white protestant person working on the same level. Breaking any of these official or unofficial rules could end up in violence, property damage and even murder. 

In the southern states blacks were often burned at the stake by members of the Ku Klux Klan. Legislators, judges and most commonly local police officers often looked away or even encouraged such behavior. In other cases 100% white juries would convict innocent black citizens for crimes they weren't involved in.  
The Fight for Civil Rights
In 1953, at the age of 24, King became pastor of the Dexter Avenue Baptist Church, in Montgomery, Alabama. On December 1, 1955, Rosa Parks was arrested for refusing to comply with the "Jim Crow laws" that required her to give up her seat to a white man. The Montgomery Bus Boycott, urged and planned by E. D. Nixon (head of the Montgomery NAACP chapter and a member of the Brotherhood of Sleeping Car Porters) and led by King, soon followed. The boycott lasted for 382 days, the situation becoming so tense that King's house was bombed. King was arrested during this campaign, which ended with a United States Supreme Court decision outlawing racial segregation on all public transport.

King, representing SCLC, was among the leaders of the so-called "Big Six" civil rights organizations who were instrumental in the organization of the March on Washington for Jobs and Freedom in 1963. The march made specific demands: an end to racial segregation in public school; meaningful civil rights legislation, including a law prohibiting racial discrimination in employment; protection of civil rights workers from police brutality; a $2 minimum wage for all workers; and self-government for the District of Columbia, then governed by congressional committee.

Despite tensions, the march was a resounding success. More than a quarter of a million people of diverse ethnicities attended the event, sprawling from the steps of the Lincoln Memorial onto the National Mall and around the reflecting pool. At the time, it was the largest gathering of protesters in Washington's history.

King was assassinated at 6:01 p.m. April 4, 1968, on the balcony of the Lorraine Motel in Memphis, Tennessee. Friends inside the motel room heard the shots and ran to the balcony to find King shot in the throat. He was pronounced dead at St. Joseph's Hospital at 7:05 p.m. The assassination led to a nationwide wave of riots in more than 60 cities. Five days later, President Lyndon B. Johnson declared a national day of mourning for the lost civil rights leader. A crowd of 300,000 attended his funeral that same day

Today, black people are equal in nearly all areas to white people, and black people reach prominent positions in the U.S government, firms, academic positions, and just about every area of life.




2. Binyamin Ze'ev (Theodore) Hertzl

Theodore (Binyamin Ze’ev) Hertzl (1860-1904), founded the Zionist movement. He was born in Budapest. In 1878 the Hertzl moved to Vienna, where Theodore Hertzl studied law in the university of Vienna, however, Hertzl became a writer, a playwright and a journalist, acting as Paris correspondent for influential liberal Vienna newspaper Neue Freie Presse. 

Hertzl probably first experienced anti-Semitism while studying at the University of Vienna (1882). He thought of the Jewish problem as a social issue and wrote a play, The Ghetto (1894), in which assimilation and conversion are rejected as solutions. He hoped that The Ghetto would lead to debate and ultimately to a solution, based on mutual tolerance and respect between Christians and Jews
In 1894, Captain Alfred Dreyfus, a Jewish officer in the French army, was falsely accused of treason.  Mobs shouted “Death to the Jews” in France, the home of the French Revolution and the emancipation of the Jews. Hertzl became convinced that the Jews needed a country of their own. 
Hertzl concluded that anti-Semitism was a stable and immutable factor, which assimilation would not solve. Despite ridicule from Jewish leaders, he published The Jewish State (Der Judenstaat) in 1896. Hertzl claimed that the Jews could gain acceptance in the world only if they stopped being an anomaly among nations. He asserted that the scattered Jews are one people. Their plight could be transformed into a positive force by the establishment of a Jewish state guaranteed in international law - "volkerrechtig" -- with the consent of the great powers. Echoing Rabbi Yehudah Alkalai and a few other Zionist forerunners, Hertzl saw the Jewish problem as an international political issue. 
Hertzl proposed to collect funds from Jews around the world by a company which would work toward settling Jews in Palestine, and securing a state. Eventually this idea was transformed into the Zionist Organization, the Jewish National Fund and other organizations.   The Jewish State and Hertzl's novel, Altneuland (Old New Land) published in 1902, pictured a Jewish social utopia in Palestine. It would be a pluralist, technologically advanced, secular society with equality for Arabs.   Altneuland became a symbol of the Zionist vision in the Land of Israel.
Hertzl's ideas were rejected in Western Europe. Hertzl was turned down by Jewish magnates such as Baron Hirsch and Baron Rothschild. Hertzl then appealed to the people, organizing the First Zionist Congress in Basle, Switzerland, on August 29​31, 1897. The congress was historic not just for founding the Zionist movement, but because it was the first time an organized body , representing at least the Jews of the Western world, had been convened since the exile nearly 2000 years ago.  Hertzl's ideas found mass support from the poor Jews of Eastern Europe and Russia. At Basle, the Zionist movement resolved to establish a home for the Jewish people in Palestine secured under public law.” The World Zionist Organization was established, and Hertzl was elected president. Hertzl wrote in his diary, "At Basle, I founded the Jewish state.. If not in five years, then certainly in fifty, everyone will realize it.” 
Hertzl presided over six Zionist Congresses between 1897 and 1903, setting up the Jewish Colonial Trust, the Jewish National Fund and the movement's newspaper Die Welt. After Hertzl's death, the movement continued to meet every year except during war. In 1936 the center of the Zionist movement moved to Jerusalem. 
In his quest for great power backing, Hertzl traveled to Palestine and Istanbul in 1898 to meet with Kaiser Wilhelm II of Germany and the Sultan of the Ottoman Empire. They turned him down. Hertzl then met with Joseph Chamberlain, the British colonial secretary and others, who offered, not Palestine, which Britain did not have, but possibilities of settlement in Cyprus or  in east Africa, in Uganda. 
The Kishinev pogrom in 1903 and the devastation of Russian Jewry, witnessed  by Hertzl during a visit to Russia, moved Hertzl to propose   that the Russian government assist the Zionist Movement to transfer Jews from Russia. He proposed the British Uganda offer as a temporary refuge - a "night shelter"  for the Jews of Russia, at the Sixth Zionist Congress in 1903. Hertzl made it clear that this program would not affect the ultimate aim of Zionism, which was settlement in "Eretz Yisrael" - Palestine. Nonetheless, the proposal aroused great anger, particularly, and surprisingly, among the Russian delegates, the very people whom Hertzl had sought to help. The proposal was finally rejected in part because the British themselves had withdrawn it. Though alternative homes such as Uganda were never considered by Zionists as more than a temporary measure, anti-Zionists have falsely seized on these initiatives for national homes outside Palestine as "proof" that Jews have no special tie to Palestine.  The contrary is true. Prior to the Zionist movement, various Jewish thinkers and philanthropists had proposed "national homes" in the United States or South America. However, though Baron Hirsch set up colonies in Argentina, the idea never captured the imagination of the people. The hearts and minds of the Jews were always set on "the Holy Land." 
Hertzl died in Vienna in 1904, of pneumonia, but the essential part of his work was done.  In 1949, Hertzl's remains were brought to Israel and buried on Mount Hertzl in Jerusalem. 
Hertzl's work made possible what others had only dreamed about. He said "If you will, it is no legend."  He was the midwife of a movement that was to fulfill the age-old impossible dream of the Jews, to be a free people once again in their own country. 
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3. Rabbi Yochanan Ben Zakai:

Rabbi Yochanan ben Zakai was one of the תנאים, an important Jewish sage in the era of the Second Temple (first century C.E), and a primary contributor to the core text of rabbinic Judaism, the Mishnah.

 The Mishnah offers no information on his birth or family. He was the youngest pupil of Hillel. Later in life he spent time in the Galilee. He is recorded as living until the age of 120 years, of which the first third were spent as a businessman, the second third in study, and the final third in teaching and leadership. He rests in the city of T'veria near the very place where the Ramba"m would be buried 11 centuries later.

During the siege of Jerusalem in the Great Jewish Revolt Rabbi Yochanan Ben Zakai sneaked out of the city in a coffin to negotiate with Vespasian, whom he predicted would become Emperor. He was granted three wishes and through one he re-established the Sanhedrin and founded a new center of Jewish law inיבנה  after the destruction of Jerusalem in 70 CE.

 While the Second Temple was still standing, worship took place primarily in the בית המקדש. Sacrifices were central on a daily basis, as well as major ceremonies during the holidays.  פסח, שבועות and סוכות were all celebrated in בית המקדש by the entire nation. יום כיפור consisted not of prayer, as it is today, but of a day's worth of sacrifices and worship in בית המקדש. Any attempt at connecting to anything religious or divine was always channeled through בית המקדש. 
The destruction of בית המקדש (70 C.E) was extremely traumatic for many. The Mishnah describes people who were not willing to eat or drink because bread, water and wine were used in the מקדש for different sacrifices. This was partly due to the fact that the center of anything religious was burned down and the people felt they had no other way they could connect with God. Others, as described in the Mishnah, were distraught at the thought they had no chance for repentance since there were no sacrifices, the means of repenting for one's sins. 
After the destruction of the temple of Jerusalem and its sacrificial altars Rabbi Yochanan Ben Zakai led the Council of Yavne (70-90 CE), from which Rabbinic Judaism emerged. Under his leadership the council replaced animal sacrifice קורבנות with prayer, a practice that continues in today's worship services. He claimed repentance could be received by kindness and prayer. 
Rabbi Yochanan established nine laws in remembrance of the destruction. These laws allowed the Jewish nation to keep מצוות that were only done in בית המקדש after the destruction, and kept the memory of בית המקדש alive in Jews' hearts for 2000 years. For example, taking the לולב on סוכות used to be done for seven days in בית המקדש but only on the first day everywhere else. Rabbi Yochanan decided it would be taken all seven days everywhere after the destruction. 
It was Rabbi Yochanan who established the idea of creating הלכות that would allow Jews to remember בית המקדש years later, in order for it to be rebuilt once again when the time came. The תפילה is filled with hopes and prayers for the rebuilding of the מקדש and there are countless הלכות reminding us of בית המקדש. Rabbi Yochanan's dream still hasn't come true, but what he'd started 2000 years ago is still taking place today among millions of Jews around the world. 
4. HaRav Avraham Yitzchak HaCohen Kook(1864 - 1935)
Kook was born in Grīva, Latvia. As a child he gained a reputation of being an ilui (prodigy). He entered the Volozhin yeshiva in 1884 at the age of 18, where he became close to the rosh yeshiva, Rabbi Naftali Zvi Yehuda Berlin (the Netziv). During his time in the yeshiva, he studied about 18 hours a day.

In 1904, Kook moved to Ottoman Palestine to assume the rabbinical post in Jaffa.  At the beginning of the 20th century, members of the Zionist movement began making Aliya. Most of these groups and especially the leaders were secular anti-religious Zionists. At the time, in Jerusalem was populated by orthodox communities. Rav Kook's approach the pioneers and their secular ideas stood in contra- distinction to the position adopted by various leaders in Jerusalem at the time.  These leaders completely turned their backs on the secular and all that it encompassed, closing themselves within the walls of the Bet-Midrash.  Rav Kook, on the other hand, saw a clash between the world of the Zionist pioneer and the world of classical Judaism, and felt compelled to react. The secular leaders disagreed with his religiosity, while the orthodox criticized him for his openness with the secular. Often they would publicize posters along the city streets, attacking the Chief Rabbi and discrediting his authority. One day, Rav Kook returned from a brit mila ceremony in Jerusalem's Old City, accompanied by dozens of students. Suddenly a small group of hotheaded extremists fell up the rabbi, showering him with waste water. The Chief Rabbi was completely drenched by the filthy water. Emotions soared and tempers flared. Rav Kook's response to the suggestion of taking them to court was "I have no interest in court cases. Despite what they did to me, I love them. I am ready to kiss them, so great is my love! I burn with love for every Jew."
Rav Kook was unique in his love for all of Am Yisrael, and educated his students to be religious and Zionist, though in those days you were usually either or. People on the middle usually suffered criticism from either direction, but nonetheless, Rav Kook continued pursuing this goal. 

He was a master of Halakha in the strictest sense, while at the same time possessing an unusual openness to new ideas. This drew many religious and non​religious people to him, but also led to widespread misunderstanding of his ideas. His influence on people in different walks of life was already noticeable, as he engaged in kiruv ("Jewish outreach"), thereby creating a greater role for Torah and Halakha into the life of the city and the settlements.

The outbreak of the First World War caught him in Europe, and he was forced to remain in London and Switzerland for the remainder of the war. In 1916 he was involved in the activities which led to the Balfour Declaration, 1917. Upon returning, he was appointed the Rabbi of Jerusalem, and soon after, as first Chief Rabbi in 1921. Kook founded a yeshiva, Mercaz HaRav Kook (popularly known as "Mercaz haRav"), in Jerusalem in 1924. 
Kook built bridges of communication and political alliances between the various Jewish sectors, including the secular Jewish Zionist leadership, the Religious Zionists, and more traditional non-Zionist Orthodox Jews. He believed that the modern movement to re-establish Israel as a state had profound theological significance. Per this ideology, the youthful, secular and even anti-religious Labor Zionist pioneers halutzim were a part of a grand divine scheme whereby the land and people of Israel were finally being redeemed from the 2,000 year exile (galut) by all manner of Jews who sacrificed themselves for the cause of building up the physical land, as laying the groundwork for the ultimate spiritual messianic redemption of world Jewry.

His empathy towards the anti-religious elements aroused the suspicions of his more traditionalist opponents, particularly that of the traditional rabbinical establishment that had functioned from the time of Turkey's control of greater Palestine. Kook once quoted a rabbinic axiom that "one should embrace with the right hand and rebuff with the left". He remarked that he was fully capable of rejecting, but since there were enough rejecters, he was fulfilling the role of embracer. However, Kook far from embraced all of the elements of modern Zionism. He was critical of the secularists when they went "too far" in desecrating the Torah, for instance, by not observing the Sabbath or kosher laws. 
Rav Kook died in 1935, before his teachings were widely accepted. Today many follow in his footsteps embracing both Torah and Avoda. Hesder Yeshivot, which combine leaning Torah and serving in the army are also a continuation of what Rav Kook was trying to lead.
